Maccabi Haifa FC welcome Juventus to Tel Aviv on Matchday 4 still seeking an elusive first UEFA Champions League
point of the season. The visitors from Turin are unlikely to take anything for granted against Elisha Levi's team given
how they narrowly escaped defeat on their one previous visit to Israel five years ago.

• Juve were made to work hard for their win in the reverse fixture on Matchday 3, only Giorgio Chiellini's 47th-minute
header separating the sides. The win left Ciro Ferrara's team in second place in Group A with five points, two behind
FC Girondins de Bordeaux while Haifa are still to get off the mark in terms of goals or points and know a fourth straight
defeat could spell an early end to their European season.

Match background
• Haifa lost 1-0 to then holders Parma FC when they first welcomed Italian visitors in the UEFA Cup Winners' Cup
second round in 1993/94. Tomas Brolin scored Parma's 88th-minute winner but Haifa bounced back with a 1-0 victory
in the return leg. Alon Harazi, who is still at the club, provided the assist for Alon Mizrahi's goal but then missed a
penalty in the ensuing 3-1 shoot-out defeat.

• Maccabi won all three home games in qualifying – scoring 13 goals – but went down 3-0 to FC Bayern München in
their opening Group A match at the Ramat Gan Stadium. In their previous group-stage appearance in 2002/03 they
took six points from their three home fixtures.

• This is Juventus's second visit to the Ramat Gan Stadium where they earned a 1-1 draw at Maccabi Tel-Aviv FC in
the 2004/05 UEFA Champions League group stage. It took a 71st-minute Alessandro Del Piero equaliser to salvage
a point for the Bianconeri, who had earlier beaten Tel-Aviv 1-0 at home through a Mauro Camoranesi goal.
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• Current Juve coach Ferrara made his penultimate European appearance for the club in that December 2004 draw
in Israel.

• Juventus claimed a goalless draw at Bayern on Matchday 2 but have won just two and lost four of their last ten away
matches in Europe, qualifying ties included.

Team ties
• Maccabi midfielder Gustavo Boccoli spent part of the 1999/00 season training in Italy with Brescia Calcio but returned
to his native Brazil without playing a game.

• Mohamed Sissoko played in the Liverpool FC team that beat Haifa 3-2 on aggregate in the 2006/07 UEFA Champions
League third qualifying round.

• David Trezeguet has scored each time he has faced Israel on the international stage. He struck in a 2-1 victory in
a UEFA EURO 2004™ qualifier in Palermo in April 2003 and found the net again in a 3-0 win in the return fixture six
months later, firing past Haifa goalkeeper Nir Davidovitch.

• Trezeguet also hit France's goal at the Ramat Gan Stadium when the countries met again in a 1-1 draw in FIFA
World Cup qualifying in March 2005. The evening ended unhappily for Trezeguet, however, as he was sent off five
minutes after scoring.

• Zdeněk Grygera was in the AFC Ajax team beaten 2-1 at Maccabi Tel-Aviv during the 2004/05 UEFA Champions
League group stage.

• Hasan Salihamidžić also faced Tel-Aviv that season, scoring one of Bayern's goals in a 5-1 home win in November
2004.

• Israeli Under-21 international Eyal Golasa has scored four goals so far this season. He mustered just one in 37
competitive games for club and country last term.

Since arriving from AS Monaco FC in 2000,
the Frenchman has scored 165 goals for the Bianconeri and requires two more to draw level with Omar Sivori in fourth
place on the club's all-time scorers' list.

• Levi joined hometown club Hapoel Beit She'an FC aged eleven and stepped up to the first team in 1974, signing for
Maccabi Haifa in 1982. A season later the midfielder joined Maccabi Petach-Tikva FC, where he spent four years
prior to returning to Beit She'an, hanging up his boots in 1989.

• Levi promptly took over as head coach, leading the club to successive promotions from the third to the first division
in 1993 and 1994 and avoiding relegation on the final day of the 1994/95 season with a 3-2 win against Maccabi Haifa
that denied his future employers the title.

• Levi went on to coach a number of clubs, enjoying particular success at Hapoel Ironi Rishon LeZion FC and FC
Ashdod, securing a fourth-placed Premier League finish with the latter in 2001.

• Promotions to the top flight with both Hapoel Kfar-Saba FC (2005) and Bnei Sakhnin FC (2007) prompted a chance
at Maccabi Haifa in 2008. Levi was an instant hit, winning the league in his first season.

• Capped 49 times, he retired as a player in 2005 and joined the national team coaching staff headed up by his former
boss at Juventus, Marcello Lippi, for their victorious 2006 FIFA World Cup campaign.

• Joined Juve's coaching unit after the tournament, obtained his UEFA Pro Licence in 2008 and was appointed head
coach in June after a short spell in charge on a caretaker basis.

• Terje Hauge became the first Norwegian to referee a UEFA Champions League final when he took charge of the
2006 meeting between FC Barcelona and Arsenal FC in Paris.

• The Bergen-born official began his refereeing career as a teenager in 1982, was taking charge of top-flight matches
by 1990, and joined the FIFA international list in 1993. A health official by profession, he has also been working as a
referee consultant in his local football association.

• Hauge's rise began with the UEFA European Under-18 Championship in Spain in 1994, and was followed in 1997
by the UEFA-CAF Meridian Cup in Portugal and the FIFA U-17 World Cup. A UEFA EURO 2000™ fourth official, he
was on board for the 2004 finals in Portugal having also travelled to the 2002 FIFA World Cup. A regular in UEFA
club competition since 2001, he also took charge of the 2004 UEFA Super Cup.

• At home, he has been highly regarded since the 1996 Norwegian Cup final between FK Bodø/Glimt and Tromsø IL.
Seven years later, he assumed control of his second domestic cup final between Bodø/Glimt and Rosenborg BK
before being asked to oversee the Ukrainian Cup final in May 2005.

• Hauge was also awarded the 2005 FIFA U-20 World Cup final in the Netherlands, when Argentina overcame Nigeria,
and was a regular in UEFA EURO 2008™ qualifying.

• UEFA Champions League: Group stage milestones

Holders FC Barcelona are looking to avoid becoming the first defending champions to fail to get through a group stage
since the UEFA Champions League began. (This record, like the others, includes the seasons between 1999/00 and
2002/03 that featured a second group stage).

In 1992/93, Barcelona were the reigning European Champion Clubs' Cup holders and were beaten 4-3 on aggregate
in the second round by PFC CSKA Moskva.

S.S. Lazio goalkeeper Marco Ballotta became the oldest player to compete in the UEFA Champions League in 2007/08
when he featured against Olympiacos CFP on Matchday 1 at the age of 43 years and 168 days. The record was
previously held by Alessandro Costacurta, the AC Milan defender who played against AEK Athens FC in the 2006/07
season at the age of 40 years and 211 days. Ballotta was aged 43 years 252 days when he featured against Real
Madrid CF on Matchday 6.

Laurent Blanc is the oldest player to score in the competition, aged 36 years and 339 days, having found the net for
Manchester United FC in their 3-2 defeat of Olympiacos CFP on 23 October 2002.

Celestine Babayaro is the youngest player to have appeared in the UEFA Champions League. He was 16 years and
87 days when he started for RSC Anderlecht against FC Steaua Bucureşti on 23 November 1994. He was then sent
off in the 37th minute.

Barcelona, Manchester United and Milan have all finished as group winners on ten occasions, one more than Real
Madrid and Juventus.

Four teams have recorded six successive victories in a UEFA Champions League group stage: Milan (1992/93), Paris
Saint-Germain FC (1994/95), FC Spartak Moskva (1995/96) and Barcelona (2002/03, first group stage).

In 2006/07, PFC Levski Sofia joined 1. FC Košice in being the only team to have played in the UEFA Champions
League and never picked up a point. The Slovakian side have not returned to the competition since losing all six
games in their only campaign to date in 1997/98. Six other teams have gone through a single group stage campaign
without picking up a point: FC Dynamo Kyiv (2007/08), SK Rapid Wien (2005/06) and RSC Anderlecht (2004/05) plus
Spartak Moskva and Bayer 04 Leverkusen (2002/03, first and second group stage respectively) and Fenerbahçe SK
(2001/02, first group stage).

Manchester United scored 20 goals in the 1998/99 group stage, more than any other side has managed. Barcelona
scored 19 times in the 1999/2000 first group stage.

Dynamo conceded 19 goals in their six outings in 2007/08, equalling the record let in during a group stage set by
Ferencvárosi TC in the 1995/96 campaign.

No team has ever gone through a UEFA Champions League group stage without conceding a goal. Milan (1992/93),
AFC Ajax (1995/96), Juventus (1996/97 and 2004/05), Chelsea FC (2005/06), Liverpool FC (2005/06) and Villarreal
CF (2005/06) all let in just one.

Before their 3-1 win against Sporting Clube de Portugal on Matchday 6 of the 2006/07 campaign, FC Spartak Moskva
went 22 games without a victory in the competition, surpassing the unwanted record set by AEK Athens FC on
Matchday 3 of the same campaign.

The lowest total for a team qualifying from the group stage is seven points. The first to do it, since three points for a
win was introduced in 1995/96, were Legia Warszawa that same season before Bayer Leverkusen managed it in
1999/2000 and Liverpool in 2001/02. FC Lokomotiv Moskva and eventual finalists Juventus both progressed with
seven points in 2002/03, a feat achieved by Rangers FC and Werder Bremen in 2005/06.
